	Introduction to Flags

	Unit Summary

	The teacher will present a flag project to the kids through a visual presentation first and have the student work on a similar flag project and have them present it to the class. The flag project is composed of different activities and learning experiences which starts with doing research on different flags around the world. The students will learn information on the flag and make a presentation about what they learned. Last, the students make their own flag by designing and drawing a flag on a piece of paper.

Students work on projects and complete tasks

After project work is completed

· Write a general knowledge worksheet on their nation’s flag. After completion, go over the sheet to help them review their knowledge.
· Make a game based on the ideals and representation of their countries values.
· Create a task oriented sheet that has directions of what they information they need to look up.
· Have them follow along with an example of how their powerpoint presentation should look.
· The powerpoint is to be presented to the class over the information they acquired.
· After completing the final flag, have each student write a 1-2 paragraph reflection describing why he/she made certain decisions about color, quotes/ messages, animals, symbols, and arrangement.  This should be turned in with the flag.


	Assessment Summary

	The students progress will be self monitored mostly by a checklist that they can use with the directions they are given. There is a certain criteria of information they must meet for each flag they do research on. The powerpoint presentation they are going to make can be used during or after they gather their information. The powerpoint presentation is there to help establish the information they have gained through a visual example to memorize since the flag will be right next to the its information.

	Instructional Procedures

	1. Show students a slideshow including multiple pictures of flags
2. Compile a list of information they come up with about their countries flag

3. Bring up the example of the flag for them to see how their powerpoint should look

4. Let the students research information about different flag

5. The students design their own powerpoint with the information they found

6. Ask each student to create their own flag, using blank paper with the typical elements of a flag
7. Present the powerpoint when it has been completed with 5 different flags

	Have students work in pairs, with one designing the flag and the other writing the reflection. Have one research information while the other one designs the powerpoint.

	Present at least two examples of the project to the students so they clearly understand how to make the powerpoint. Give them resources on where to look up information on different flags.

	
	Gifted/Talented Students
	Have them look up facts on the culture that is representative of that flag and put it in their powerpoint presentation to later present.
